As a result, CIS provides the link between our educators and the community, which means teachers are free to teach, and students—particularly those who are in danger of dropping out—can focus on learning. 

CISLC believes the entire community must recognize that the chronic, systemic dropout problem facing our country is more than just a “school challenge.” Schools can’t do it alone, but together, communities can. We need every sector of the community to be involved.
